ò Fiqh-us-Sunnahwas written by SayyidSaabiq(1915-2000 C.E.), may 
Allaahhave mercy on him. The following information is taken from his 
obituary in the March 2, 2000 Daily News of IANA Radionet. 

ò "...Sabiq'smost famous book was the three-volume FiqhAs-Sunnah, 
which in the first writing of its kind brought the four major madhahib
together, in a comprehensive treatment of Fiqhmatters. The book 
has since been translated into dozens of languages and is used by 
Muslims throughout the world. Sabiqwrote FiqhAs-Sunnahin the 
1940s when he was only 30 years old. He wrote the book at the 
request of UstadhHassan al-Banna, the founder of the Muslim 
Brotherhood. Every Fiqhruling in the book goes back to the Qur'an 
and Sunnahand Sabiqdealt with all four madhahibobjectively, with 
no preferential treatment to any. 
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òSabiqalso wrote the book, "Islamic Theology," 
along the same lines: simplification and avoidance 
of overphilosophizationor getting involved in 
disputes on arcane topics. Besides his academic 
work, Sabiqwas a noted Islamic activist. After 
writing FiqhAs-Sunnah, Sabiqspent some time 
fighting along with the Mujahideenin Palestine in 
the late 1940 's and he later visited most countries 
in the world and lectured in their mosques. He was 
the first graduate of Azharto visit the Soviet Union 
and check on the conditions of Muslims there. 



òSabiqwas born in 1915 in the Egyptian village, 
Istanha. He received his education at Al-Azhar
and after his graduation worked as the Director 
of Mosques and Islamic Education in the 
Egyptian Islamic Affairs Ministry. He also taught 
at Al-Azhar, and later moved to Saudi Arabia, 
where he headed the Shari'aGraduate Studies 
Department in Um Al-QuraUniversity. After 
moving back to Egypt, he spent years teaching 
students in a Mosque in Cairo..."
