Ihram, Sandals, Waist Pouch (Fanny Pouch) and belt.
personal clothes, personal hygiene, sunglasses, umbrella, etc.

Documents (originals and photocopies) of passports, medical records and
vaccination record.

Money.

Medications for respiratory and gastrointestinal infections, common colds,
pain relief, antibiotics, skin treatments, etc. (consult your doctor). Over
counter drugs such as the following would be helpful:

ASPIRIN, TYLENOL, ADVIL or ALEVE (for pain)

TYLENOL PM (as a sleep-aid)

BENGAY, ASPERCREME (for muscular pain)

PEPTOBISMOL, IMMODIUM (for diarrhea)
