}Agreed upon for authenticity, fame and 
acceptance

}Has the preference of originality

}Abu Nuõaimin òAl- Hilyah ó, and Ibn Saõadin 
òAt- Tabaqat ó

}Was narrated by approximately 1000 
narrators from Imam Malik of them is Imam 
Muhammad ibn Al Hasan Ash- Shaibany



}Put the ahadeeth in an order that makes it 
easy for those studying it

}I give the title to every hadith according to 
the understanding of the majority of scholars

}I add to that from the Glorious Quran all that 
which is necessary for the Faqih to 
understand and memorize

}I mention in every chapter the math - hab of 
shafei and Hanafi on the same issue

}Connected the chains of narrators that were 
not connected in the original Book except 
four ahadeeth connected by ibn Assalah :
ƁI do not forget but would be made to forget

ƁLaylat Al Qadr

ƁShow people excellent behavior

ƁWhen a cloud develops and you feel bad, thatis a 
very full spring



}It is all Sahih

}Or does it have sahih , hasan and daõeef?

}The additions of his son AbduUllah and Abu 
Bakr Al Qateeõei

}It includes approximately 40 , 000 hadith
from 750 ,000 or 900 ,000 hadith he 
memorized

}10 ,000 repeated

}Explained and reorganized



}The most authentic book after the Book of 
Allah

}Imam Al - Tha- habi : The most revered books 
and the best of them after the Book of Allah 
so if the person were to travel 1000 farsakh
to hear it, it would be worth itó

}Includes the reports and fiqh of imam Al 
Bukhari

}Includes 7397 with the repetition excluding 
the not connected reports

}Without the repetition, it includes 2602 



}It was acquired through direct hearing by 
more than 100 ,000 narrators

}Criticized only in 110 of which 32 are agreed 
upon by Imam Muslim

}Imam Ibn Hajar said: there is no strong 
criticism and that there is an answer to each 
and every one of them except the very few

}The criticism is formal but not directly related 
to the report itself

}All of his reporters were approved except 80 
were criticized by the critics ( Nuqqad )
